Raltimore @L’fy

Charm City has really seen a transformation over the last ten
years with the additions of new high-rise hotels, boutique retail
shops, and fine-dining establishments. With so much to choose
from, it is a city that is well worth repeat visits. Here is just one
way to enjoy a short overnight trip to Baltimore.

First, check into one of these two luxurious bed and breakfasts
that will surely be the anchor to your trip. Celie’s Waterfront Inn
is a beautifully decorated three-story bed and breakfast located in
the heart of historic Fells Point. It has wood-burning fireplaces,
luxurious four-poster beds, whirlpool tubs, and private balconies.
The roof deck and several rooms provide sweeping views of the
Baltimore skyline and Inner Harbor.
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We also suggest the Inn at 2920, which is an upscale, con-
temporary, boutique bed and breakfast in Canton. With an array

of restaurants, pubs, and cafes within walking distance, the Inn
is also only minutes from Fells Point and has easy access to local
attractions by foot, bike, car, taxi, or by Water Taxi just two blocks
away.

After you are settled in your room, you can do a lictle shopping
or take in some of the cultural and historic sites in the neighbor-
hood. The Eubie Blake National Jazz Institute and Cultural Center
celebrates the lives and music of Baltimore musicians including
Eubie Blake, Billie Holiday, and Cab Calloway, among others.
Edgar Allan Poe is another famous Baltimore resident with his-



tory and ties in the community. You can visit his final resting
place at Westminster Hall and Burying Ground where prominent
Maryland political and military figures are also buried.

Baltimore City is also the home of the newly refurbished
Hippodrome Theatre at the France-Merrick Performing Arts
Center where you can see a timeless production of many Broadway
shows. If a show doesn’t suit your taste, perhaps The Fells Point
Haunted Pubwalk might peak your interest. You'll step through
the doors of some of Fells Point’s most haunted pubs while touring
historic maritime neighborhoods.

When you get tired from your adventurous day, we have two
great options to consider for dinner. Kali’s Court restaurant is
located right in Fells Point and is known for its impeccable sea-
food with Mediterranean flair as well as its romantic ambiance.
Or you may want to try Corks, a restaurant set in a quaint 1849
rowhouse in Baltimore’s Historic Federal Hill known for its fine
wine and seasonally-inspired menu.

Thurmont and Frederioh

Just 60 miles north of Baltimore, you'll find Thurmont,
Maryland, known for its scenic byways and natural surroundings.
Cunningham Falls State Park, located in the Catoctin Mountains,
is known for its history and scenic beauty, as well as its 78-foot
cascading waterfall. The park is a great getaway for couples as well
as families because it has something for everyone from playgrounds,
swimming, and biking to boating, hiking, and picnicking. And
